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The first floor of the new school 

has been built. In the past week 

the second floor walls have gone 

up and the doors and windows for 

the building have been ordered.  

 

The most challenging part of the 

building project thus far was the 

pouring of the first floor roof. 

Starting at 5am, 25 men shoveled, 

mixed, and poured the cement 

roof; all the while shoveling the 

mixture up two levels.  It was 

necessary to finish the job all in 

one day so the men worked non 

stop until it was completed later 

that evening.
